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INTRODUCTION

We invite you to share a journey with us, with people for whom the
struggle against poverty is etched in our lives on an ongoing basis.
People, whose faith in Jesus (and Jesus’ faith in us) is important in
keeping on going.

We will share a passage of Scripture (or sometimes several
passages) in each session. These are passages which have been
food and drink for our souls even if, at times, we face the injustice
of hunger.

A Latin American theologian once described the Bible as being a
bit like the engine of a car. For many we only ever know about the
engine from sitting in the car, or behind the steering wheel. But for
others, we know the engine as mechanics, often lying underneath
it, covered in oil, trying to repair it or see how it works.

Much of the Bible was written in the context of struggle. It is about
people whose lives were oppressed by injustice. When it is read by
people who today share that experience, fresh insights and renewed
wisdom can emerge.

We invite you to hear our sense of how the Bible comes alive to us;
to respond to the questions that we offer you; and to share in the
prayers that flow out of our ongoing faith journey.

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Reflection

Favourite Bible passage? The Lord’s my Shepherd. And The Good
Samaritan. Helping others; that’s how | have always tried to live my life.

The Lord’s my Shepherd. | like a version we do with the band — I’'m a singer
— with lots of harmonies in it. It gives you a nice feeling.

| wish | could say that it was a reminder that all is well with my soul,

but right now it isn’t really. At the moment | don’t know whether | feel
abandoned by God or | have removed myself from God. There’s a 98-year-
old woman at work (I work in a care home). We pray together. She’s good
for me.

One of the things of the Psalms is that they deal with reality. And there is a
lot of reality going on at the moment. For me and for others.

People often say that God never gives us more than we can deal with. But |
sometimes think, “Is it not someone else’s turn?”

“Lying down in green pastures.” It’s a comfort thing, just very comforting.
But it doesn’t sugar coat what’s real. “Walking through the valley of death.”
Life can be tough.

There’s bad stuff going on. Going on everywhere. Nationally and
internationally. But also in my own back yard.

And sometimes trusting is hard. Sometimes | just was to scream out: “God,
where are you?” And | wonder if maybe I’'m not asking the right things.

Asking can be difficult for me. When life is difficult for a lot of people, it
is difficult to ask for help. | find it hard to ask for help, and when you are
in a dark place it is even harder. It is really scary to fear rejection. What if
people don’t say “Yes.” What if God doesn’t say: “Yes.”

Green pastures. Dark valleys. The Lord’s my Shepherd. Life can be tough.
Oh, and the Good Samaritan. | like the fact that there is a good person in
the story. I've tried to be that person. | try to share just so | can help folks.

>And whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites; for they love
to stand and pray in the synagogues and at the street corners, so
that they may be seen by others. Truly | tell you, they have received
their reward. ®But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut
the door and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father
who sees in secret will reward you.

"When you are praying, do not heap up empty phrases as the
Gentiles do; for they think that they will be heard because of their
many words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you
need before you ask him.

Then he will say to those at his left hand, “You that are
accursed, depart from me into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and
his angels; #*for | was hungry and you gave me no food, | was thirsty and
you gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you did not welcome
me, naked and you did not give me clothing, sick and in prison and you
did not visit me.” “Then they also will answer, “Lord, when was it that we
saw you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and
did not take care of you?” #*Then he will answer them, “Truly | tell you, just
as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to me.”
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Reflection

For John, prayer and kindness are at the heart of Christianity and his choice
of Bible readings reflects that.

John chose the book of Ruth from the Old Testament — a book he has
come across recently as his church are reading through the Old Testament.
He read it straight through in 20 minutes. He said: “I was really drawn to
this book. | liked the way Ruth looked after her mother-in-law, Naomi. If
someone hadn’t helped me | wouldn’t be here today. This is a story about
kindness, compassion and empathy. Naomi wasn’t the easiest but Ruth was
determined to look after her. That kindness is what we need today. People
say these stories from thousands of years ago are not relevant, but they
are!”

“The people listening to Jesus in Matthew 25 didn’t know when they
had fed or clothed Jesus, Jesus had to tell them, it was when you care for
people in need. If Jesus was about now, | think he would be serving in a
food bank, maybe washing someone’s feet in a corner. It all goes back to
compassion.”

“l also really like that Jesus taught his disciples to pray. | don’t think we say
the Lord’s Prayer enough. After our food bank we have a time of prayer
giving thanks and praying for the people we have met. Some of the older
people often suggest that we pray the Lord’s Prayer and | think it’s a really
good thing. | learnt it at school but | have rediscovered it. It says it all - give
us our food for the day, forgive us and keep us safe — that’s it. That’s what
we need right now: food, safety and forgiveness. And it doesn’t go on too
long, that’s good!

“God has always been here for me. | used to turn to God in the bad times. |
always had a sense of the presence of God but | only used to ask for help in
times of trouble. | pray more often now and its conversational. Sometimes |
still have to pray ‘God help me...God help me to love this annoying person!’
But now prayer is a proper conversation, often | am just saying to God how
great it is to be somewhere.”

“But while he was still a long way off, his father saw him and was filled
with compassion for him; he ran to his son, threw his arms around him and
kissed him. 2*“The son said to him, ‘Father, | have sinned against heaven
and against you. | am no longer worthy to be called your son’

22“But the father said to his servants, ‘Quick! Bring the best robe and put
it on him. Put a ring on his finger and sandals on his feet. *Bring the
fattened calf and kill it. Let’s have a feast and celebrate. 2*For this son of
mine was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found. So they began
to celebrate.

»“Meanwhile, the older son was in the field. When he came near the
house, he heard music and dancing. 2°So he called one of the servants and
asked him what was going on. ?’‘Your brother has come, he replied, ‘and

30But when this son of yours who has squandered your property with
prostitutes comes home, you kill the fattened calf for him!’

1My son, the father said, ‘you are always with me, and everything | have
is yours. *?But we had to celebrate and be glad, because this brother of
yours was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.”

Reflection

When [ first encountered Urban Expression, the church | am a part of, | was
an atheist — a follower of Dawkins. | knew bits of the Bible and | always
associated with the story of the Lost Son. | thought of myself as the lost
son, but I wasn’t. | thought that | wasn’t worthy of love. A lot of people in
poverty think that they are not worthy, not worthy of being loved. | was
like the lost son who took his inheritance and went away. But his father
gave him it back.

I've always been driven by anger. Anger against injustice. It’s why |
appreciate that part of my church’s commitment is to making sure
everyone is heard.
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It’s also why when | was getting treated for cancer recently, | was so scared
about losing my voice.

But my days of ranting are over. Now it’s about building relationships with
people, including people in power. It’s about sitting down and listening,
persuading. Listening, I've learnt about the experience of others, including
asylum seekers. ‘New Scots’ as we call them here.

| wasn’t angry at God. | wasn’t angry with Jesus. | was angry with their
supporters and their failure to behave properly, justly. Reading the Bible,
| came to realise that that is the way that we all are. It isn’t God'’s fault.

| came to faith at a time when | was angry with the Church. But in the
Church, | found people who didn’t preach at me, who just loved me.

And when | read the story of the Lost Son, | recognised myself moving from
orphan to son. People don’t think that they are worth something, worth
anything. You can encounter poverty in so many places. | was an E Grade
nurse.

It’s time to get rid of the ‘them’ and ‘us’ labels. There is only an ‘us’. Just as
God has seen the good in us, so we should see the worth of others. The
worth of those who have struggled. | keep coming back to the lost son. It’s
so full of meaning.

We might not have used our inheritance the way that we should have but
that doesn’t matter to God. God loves us just the way we are.

It's a theme that runs all the way through the Bible, There’s never a ‘them’

and ‘us’. It’s just an ‘us’. The Beatitudes — a beautiful piece of writing. | love

the Beatitudes. They are written for the poor. To tell us that we matter. And
the Good Samaritan. And the Book of Acts. There is never a ‘them’ and ‘us..
There is just an ‘us’.

That’s why | love the story of the Lost Son.

Look at the birds of the air; they neither sow nor reap nor gather into
barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value
than they? And can any of you by worrying add a single hour to your span
of life?

Reflection

‘When | was thinking about a Bible verse or story that | wanted to share
there was one that kept popping into my mind. It is a verse that was very
important to me about five years ago. At that point my marriage had ended
traumatically, and my husband had left me with nothing. | had lost my job,
lost friends, and after many struggles and deeply troubling circumstances
reached a place where | found myself with just £2 in my pocket.

| couldn’t work out what to do. Should | buy bread and potatoes, or should
| buy milk and tea bags? | felt really depressed and | went out for a long
walk. While | was out | saw a woman outside the local Post Office — she
looked very thin and pale. She was stopped, while the people passing by
were just walking past and ignoring her.

When | got close to her she stopped me and said: “Excuse me, lady, | am so
hungry. Have you got £1 so | could go and buy some chips.”

Without thinking | said: “I have £2, go and get some chips and some curry
sauce or something to go with them.” She was so pleased and grateful |
thought she was going to hug me at one point. She ran across the road
and into the chip shop to get the food straight away.

| had responded automatically when she said she was hungry and carried
on walking thinking ‘What a shame, no one should be that hungry’

But then | suddenly realised that | now had nothing. | had been holding
on to that £2, | was annoyed with myself asking ‘Now what am | supposed
to do?.
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| cried out to the Lord “What have | done? Why did | do that when I'm so
hungry myself?’ | prayed as | continued to walk along the street feeling
helpless and weak, ‘Please help me Lord’. A sense of peace and calm
flowed through me, the scripture that came into my head was Matthew
6: 26-27.

But | was so upset and angry that | challenged God, asking ‘but how does
this help me Lord, I'm still hungry and have no money’. Then | found myself
humbly asking for forgiveness for not trusting God through the storm,

| continued walking and crying and reflecting on the Bible passage that
was dominating my thoughts, and then | walked past a tree and spotted
something underneath it. | glanced at it as walked passed it but then |
stopped as | realised ‘That looks like money’. | walked back and picked it
up, it was a £10 note.

It didn’t feel right for me to take it when it didn’t belong to me, | actually
looked around me to see if there was anyone close who could have
dropped it so | could give it back to them, but there was no one to be seen.

Then it struck me, | had asked God for help, and help came. | saw it was a
gift from God and | thanked God for providing me with what | very much
needed. | prayed under the tree where | found the money. It bought me
enough food for four days.

| learnt then that the more we give the more we receive.

| am in a better position now but | will never forget how tough it was and
the help that came my way. My benefits were eventually sorted out and |
began to receive the help and support | needed to find my feet again, and
adapt to doing life on my own but with the Love of Jesus.

It has been through the experience of my own trials that | have learned
the biggest lessons, | live comfortably now, and | am able to reach out

and help other people based on the experiences I've had myself and the
understanding of what it’s really like. | make sure | listen to people and ask
how they are and if | can help | will. | meet with people from time to time
who are in need of a hot meal and | offer to take them out. | can give to
charities and put food in the trolley at the supermarket for the food bank.

| enjoy giving back what | can. Picasso said: “The meaning of life is to
find your gift. The purpose of life is to give it away.” That quote reminds
me how much | have been given and now | can pass those gifts on to
other people.
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My gift is listening to God and knowing that the Holy Spirit will guide me.
It helps me understand what | need to let go off and what | need to do that
will make a difference. | pray the Serenity prayer often which is a powerful
prayer and one | like to encourage others to pray also:

God grant me the serenity

to accept the things | cannot change;
courage to change the things | can;
and wisdom to know the difference.

Reading - Luke 8

As he went, the crowds pressed in on him. “*Now there was a woman who
had been suffering from a flow of blood for twelve years, and though she
had spent all she had on physicians, no one could cure her. #*She came up
behind him and touched the fringe of his cloak, and immediately her flow
of blood stopped. “°Then Jesus asked, “Who touched me?” When they all
denied it, Peter said, “Master, the crowds are hemming you in and pressing
against you.” #¢But Jesus said, “Someone touched me, for | noticed that
power had gone out from me.” ¥When the woman realized that she could
not remain hidden, she came trembling, and falling down before him, she
declared in the presence of all the people why she had touched him and
how she had been immediately healed. “®He said to her, “Daughter, your
faith has made you well; go in peace.”
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Reflection

My favourite story is the one where the woman goes through the crowd
and touches the hem of Jesus’s cloak.

You can imagine the people in the crowd seeing her and saying: “Don’t
touch him, don’t touch him,” but she did.

That woman had been shunned. | have been through a lot and | know
how that feels. But it still amazes me that whatever you have done Jesus is
always there. He treats you just the same as the person with the cleanest
sheet, the person who has been a Christian all their life.

People can be so horrible in the outside world - but no matter what is
happening to you, a physical thing, mental health or you have done
something horrific, Jesus is not bothered. He recognises that you had the
audacity to go and touch him. He just turns round and says you have come
to me and you are healed.

The woman in that story, it didn’t matter who she was, she was someone
who needed Jesus. | wouldn’t be here without Jesus.

People are shunned so easily today but to God none of it matters.
Or you could say its mattered so much to him he sent his Son to die for
us on the cross making our sins void.

He doesn’t care what you have done previously.

Some people don’t know that.
| didn’t know that.

No matter what you have done — God just says: “What can | do for you?”
Sometimes | thought that Jesus was so perfect that | couldn’t go to him
with the stuff that had happened to me. But when you do you find yourself
literally set free.

Our vision at the Trussell Trust is a future without the need for food
banks. We are inspired by our lived experience partners and include them
in co-creating our solutions to the poverty we see in the UK today.

Churches play a crucial role in delivering immediate support to people
facing hardship, but support is also needed to help us build a future
where nobody needs to visit a food bank. People of Christian faith, and
their churches, are vital partners in calling for justice and the right level
of support when people face hardship.

But how do you go about calling for this justice as a church?

One of the important ways you can call for justice is by joining our
Guarantee our Essentials campaign.

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As part of our work to end the need for food banks we are campaigning,
with our partners at the Joseph Rowntree Foundation, calling on the UK

government to embed an ‘Essentials Guarantee’ into Universal Credit to

ensure everyone has a protected minimum amount of support to afford

the essentials.

Our social security system should support anyone in need of help, but
more and more people are finding it impossible to make ends meet
because Universal Credit is falling short, and it’s pushing people to food
banks. Around five in six low-income households receiving Universal
Credit are going without at least one essential like food, a warm home or
toiletries.

This isn’t right, and you and your church community can help make a
difference.

Laura (whose story we read last session) reflects in the film her experience
of living on universal credit.

“You can only afford to put the heating on for
an hour or two hours a day.

Last winter it was really tough having to choose
between eating and heating.”

She believes that an essentials guarantee, enshrined in law, would help
her and lots of people have a better quality of life.

“If Universal Credit actually covered the
essentials it would help to end the need
for food banks for a lot of people.”

Laura, like the Trussell Trust, believes that churches are vital partners
in ending the need for food banks. It is a fundamental element of the
Christian belief to speak out on matters of justice.

“God tells us
to love each and every one of us
and fight for justice.”

A question to reflect on

In your experiences of faith and church, why is it important for Christians
or the church to speak out for justice?
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The biblical witness for justice

The idea that each person should have enough money to live comfortably
and in right relationship with others is a theme reflected often throughout
the Bible.

Take some time to reflect on Bible verses that focus on the need for
everyone to have enough money to live. Take a few moments of quiet
as you ponder God’s Word and ask God to guide you and speak to you.
(Below are just a few examples, but you may know of many more.)

Proverbs 31:8

“Speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves,
for the rights of all who are destitute”.

Deuteronomy 24:19-22

“When you reap the harvest of your land, do not reap to the very
edges of your field or gather the gleanings of your harvest. Do not
go over your vineyard a second time or pick up the grapes that
have fallen. Leave them for the poor and the foreigner.”

Luke 4:18

“the Spirit of the Lord is upon me... to proclaim good news to the
poor, bring freedom to prisoners and to set the oppressed free”
[Jesus quotes Isaiah as he begins his ministry]

John 10:10

“I have come that they may have life and have it to the full.”
